     This time we will talk about all things 
stuck on your Studebaker. Maybe we will 
start with bolts and nuts. I know you never 
had this problem. Rusted, seized bolts are 
everywhere, it seems. If you are lucky 
enough to be working on a car from Mid-
land you may have very few stuck bolts, but 
if it spent its life in Houston you are in for 
lots of fun. 

    I have tried about every kind of miracle 
penetrating oil there is: WD-40, Liquid 
Wrench, Kroil, PB Blaster, auto trans fluid, 
and a few others I cannot even remember. 
Of this bunch I like PB Blaster and Kroil 
the best, but the others work to some de-
gree. 

    Not getting in a hurry will pay dividends 
like fewer broken bolts. Soaking for days 
with a little added every few days works on 
many things. Using an impact wrench set 
on low torque to shake bolts loose can be 

very useful such as on head bolts. 

    Exhaust bolts are usually not worth mess-
ing with penetrating oil. Get out your torch 
and heat them until they are good and hot 
and then hit them with an impact wrench 
while still red hot. I have had good luck 
with this. You may need a new nut or chase 
the threads out with a die but you will not 
break the stud off. 

    Use lots of lubricant when you run that 
new nut on. I usually screw the nut on a bit 
then back on even more until I chase those 
thread out. If the nut you want to take off 
has lots of threads between it and freedom, 
clean the threads with a wire brush and 
lube them up before you start backing the 
nut off. If it begins to start binding, try 
backing it up a little and add more lubri-
cant until it frees up. Trying to force it may 
strip the threads may strip the threads or 
snap the bolt. 

    Some bolts are going to be replaced any-
way, so I put on the flex bar and hope they 
break easily. Sometimes I use an air ham-
mer with a punch tip and a scrap piece of 
metal between it and the part to shake 
things loose. 

    A two pound shop hammer can do won-
ders on head bolts of flathead engines. If 
you can get them to move, put that pene-
trating oil to it like it was free so it will run 
down the bolt, hopefully to the threads. 
This helps on spark plugs that have been in 
since Lord knows when. 

    So the rule of thumb is penetrating oil, 
vibration, heat and patience. Did I mention 
luck also? 

    Next time I will look at ways to get that 
broken bolt out without trashing the part 
and repair any damage. Keep that car driv-
ing!
